Synolite 0432-U-1 gives rapid hardening, also at 
lower temperatures and in thin layers. This makes it 
ideal for use in the formulation of stoppers for 
marble and stone, especially on pale marble and if 
early sanding and polishing is required. The resin 
exhibits very good adhesion to marble, stone, 
polyester, and metal substrates.

Remarks 
The curing characteristics are obtained using 2 wt% BPO-
50% powder (AKZO Nobel Lucidol CH50L). Postcure 2h 
60°C, 2h 80°C, 2h 100°C. 
 
Formulation 
Suitable extenders are talc, dolomite/calcite, crystalline 
chalk and barytes with a low iron content. Talc is 
applied as the main component because it improves 
sanding properties, and the adhesion to the substrate. 
In addition, the more spherical extenders such as 
dolomite, chalk and barites ensure dense packing. 
 
Processing 
This pre-accelerated unsaturated polyester resin cures 
by the addition of benzoyl peroxide (BPO), without the 
application of external heat. For a two-pot system, 
Palatal P 51-01 can be applied as a BPO-carrier: 
Synolite 0432-U-1  50 parts by weight 
Palatal P 51-01 + BPO-50% 50 parts by weight 
 
Guidelines before use 
Before use, the resin should be conditioned at a well 
defined, application dependant temperature (usually 
15°C minimum for a MEKP / Co cure). Stir the product 
before blending. 
 
Storage guidelines 
The resin should be stored indoors in the original, 
unopened and undamaged packaging, in a dry place at 
temperatures between 5°C and 30°C. 
Shelf life is reduced at higher temperatures. The shelf 
life of styrene containing unsaturated polyesters will be 
significantly reduced when exposed to light. Store in 
dark and in 100% light tight containers only.
